1.  Inaccordance with the university code, undergraduates must pass the evaluation of service-and-learning, English

proficiency, IT literacy, Chinese proficiency, fitness requirement, major core competency before graduation.
2. Students must take 12 credit hours from general education courses, which are classified into three categories: arts

and literature, social science, and natural science. Each of the three categories is further divided into core and extension

levels from which students must take at least 1 course to fulfill graduation requirement.




3. The elective courses of the department covers the fields of Finance and Applied Economics. Students enrolled in the
Applied Economics field are required to take at least 4 courses from the Applied Economics field and at least 2 from the
Finance field.
